Alkaline batteries - The everyday household batteries used in flashlights, remote con-
trols, and other appliances. Labeled "alkaline,” the size can be AA, AAA, 9v, D or C. Alkaline
batteries may be disposed of safely in your household trash. This is because today's alkaline
batteries have been re-engineered and reformulated to a very low toxicity.

Rechargeable batteries (If you can recharge it - you can recycle it!) - Recharge-
able batteries are commonly found in cordless power tools, cellular and cordless phones, lap-
top computers, digital cameras, two-way radios, camcorders, and remote control toys. La-
beled "rechargeable,” the size can be AA, AAA, 9v, D, C or be specially designed for a par-
ticular device. Please recycle your rechargeable batteries at the Sully District Office at
4900 Stonecroft Blvd.

Button batteries - These small, round "button-cell" type batteries are found in items such
as watches, hearing aids and some cameras. Residents may take their button batteries to
the Household Hazardous Waste Facilities at the 1-66 Transfer Station Complex at
4618 West Ox Road.

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Warning Signs of Heart Attack During Winter Storm Cleanup

Stress and strenuous physical activity can increase the risk of heart attacks among those ex-
periencing the impacts of a natural disaster. As Virginians cope with winter storms, the Vir-
ginia Department of Health asks those performing heavy physical activity to be aware of the
warning signs of heart attacks.

While some heart attacks are sudden and intense, many heart attacks start slowly with mild
pain or discomfort. If you or someone you are with begins to have chest discomfort, especially
with one or more of the other signs of a heart attack, call 911 right away.

Warning Signs of a Heart Attack

Chest discomfort 8 Most heart attacks involve discomfort in the center of the chest that lasts
more than a few minutes or that goes away and comes back. It can feel like uncomfortable
pressure, squeezing, fullness or pain.

Discomfort in other areas of the upper body 8 Symptoms can include pain or discomfort in
one or both arms, the back, neck, jaw or stomach.

Shortness of breath may occur with or without chest discomfort.
Other signs include breaking out in a cold sweat , nausea or light -headedness .

What to Do?

|l f you or someone you are with shows one o
to get medical help right away. Calling 911 is almost always the fastest way to get life-saving
treatment. Emergency medical services staff can begin treatment when they arrive, up to an
hour sooner than if someone gets to the hospital by car. EMS personnel are also trained to
revive someone whose heart has stopped. Yo
arrive by ambulance.
