New Business:

1. All Recreation of Virginia, Inc. answered a request for proposal to replace 2 backboards at the basketball court with new backboards.  Price was $2,295. Motiion to table proposal until October 2013 for FY2014 budgeting purposes. 
2. All Recreation of Virginia, Inc. answered a request for proposal to remove existing monorail at the pool playground and later replace after Board has it Powder coated. Motion to approve $574.00.  Approved unanimously. 
3. Email received from a resident on Beech Down regarding vines and brush encroaching her property.  Motion to table until February 2013 meeting so the Board can take a look at her property. Approved unanimously.
4. Valleycrest Landscape Maintenance, Inc. answered a request for proposal for $1,129.40 for removing weeds and vines off of Beechdown near the Dragon tot lot. .  Motion to table until February 2013 meeting so the Board can take a look at the property. Approved unanimously.
5. Letter received from Goldklang & Group to confirm them as our auditing company. Motion to approve Goldklang & Group to do our audits for 2012/2013.  Approved unanimously.
6. Fairfax County presented possible changes to the storm water pond at the corner of Springhaven Drive and Beech Down Drive. The county would like to modify the pond to allow it to better retain the water before it is released into the Cub Run watershed.  The Board will send a letter to the impacted residents allowing for comments by February 21, 2013.
