2. $32,055.11 was approved to All Rec for the new Volleyball Court by an Internet vote of the Board earlier in June.

3. Quote received from Webb Signs for a 2nd community sign at Lees Corner and Springhaven. Motion to expend $4,999.28 for the new sign was approved unanimously.

4. Motion to spend $1,990 to ValleyCrest to remove 4 trees was approved with 3 Ayes and 1 abstention.
5. Motion to spend $2,355 to ValleyCrest to remove trees blocking the community path by Clary Sage was approved with 3 Ayes and 1 abstention.

6. Letter received from AT&T regarding the renegotiation of lease rates for the cell tower. Board tabled discussion until July meeting.
7. The Board reviewed resident responses to 3 violation letters regarding trash cans.

8. Discussion was held regarding the switching of web hosting services to @home.net Galileo Lopez to investigate over the next month and bring a proposal to the rest of the board.

9. Board contacted office of Michael Frey on switching lane structure at the community entrance at Centreville road.
