1. Architectural: An updated draft of the revised Architectural Guidelines and Maintenance Standards draft have been posted on the web site for public review.

1. Management provided an updated maintenance list.

Unfinished Business:

1. CPM will have their electricians check the status of the lights near the base of the Clary Sage entrance.
2. CPM will continue to work to insure we are paid for the sign damage by the car accident on Armfield Farm Dr.
3. The Board decided to hold off on a proposal from Valley Crest to plant River Birch trees at the Centerville Road entrance until the status of the storm water drainage pond is finalized. 

4. The Board will consider a plan to sell additional pool memberships.

5. The board approves a motion instructing CPM to request at least 3 bids for a ground maintenance company.
6. The board will begin obtaining signatures for the “Restricted Parking Zone” in the spring.
7. CPM will obtain a copy of the construction records for Centreville Road to insure that they Clary Sage signage will not be removed or damaged during the construction.
8. The board instructs CPM to close out the Money Market at Comm Bank for $39,372.16.  CPM will move $20,000 into a short term CD and $19,372.16 into a money market account.

9. CPM will obtain pricing to repair the badly damaged sections of the pool parking lot.
1. New Business:

2. The board accepts the resignation of Dan Gordon from the board of directors.

3. The board votes to approve Winkler Pool Management for the pool management company for the 2006 pool season for $45,700.

4. The board votes to approve the shade structures for the pool from All Rec for up to $11,500.  The shade will be in Rainforest Green.

5. The board votes to approve the repair of the chain link fence at the pool for $720 plus parts.

6. The board votes to approve reattaching the netting at the tennis courts, replacing the switch cover for the timer at the tennis courts, installing the signs around the community recreation areas, and painting the parking lot curbs yellow for $900 plus materials.

7. The board votes to purchase 3 more of the I-SFSM3040 signs for about $250.00 each.

8. The board instructs CPM to get an estimate for additional lighting for the pool parking lot near the tennis courts.
Financial Matters:

1. Management presented financial reports for the period ending February 28, 2006. There was $30,151.37 in the operating account, $39,372.16 in the Money Market account, and $ 79,483.75 in certificates of deposit.  Reserve account balance is $ 79,483.75.
