Administrative Matters:
1. The minutes for the July Board meeting were approved.

1. The next Board meeting is scheduled for September 28, 2004 at the Franklin Glen Intermediate School.

Operational Matters:

1. The web site subcommittee provided a written report, prepared by Jamie Murray.

2. The social committee provided a written report.

3. The Pool committee provided a written report, submitted by Catie Price.

4. Management provided a report:

a. Management is working with Verizon to install phone line conduit outside the poolhouse, and is looking into moving the inside phone line

b. 13602 Old Chatwood water issue in common area: per the county inspector, the standing water is not coming from the school property, and he will continue to monitor the situation.

c. Pool close out was completed

5. Discussion regarding re-seeding of parts of common area on Clary Sage. Dan Gordon has action to contact Valley Crest to discuss who should pay for the work.

6. The Board reviewed a proposal from Valley Crest to install new trees at the Centreville Rd entrance to replace the Bradford pears.  Dan Gordon has action to contact Valley Crest to discuss alternative selections.

7. Discussion regarding a credit card for the Association. Jay Morrell has action to continue looking into alternatives.

8. Armstrong provided a summary of Architectural Review Committee actions.

9. Armstrong provided a current status of covenant violations.

10. The Board agreed to renew membership for the Association to the Sully District Council of Citizens.

11. Discussion concerning traffic on Springhaven Drive cul-de-sac from Chantilly Green residents.  Tim Murray has action to contact the Chantilly Green homeowners association president to discuss the situation.

12. Discussion concerning the Lowe Street development and impact on Association residents.  Primary issues are: a) which existing trees will remain, b) status of the existing fence between Chantilly Green and houses on Rosetree Ct., and c) what the plan is for landscape screening.  A homeowner on Rosetree Ct most impacted by the development is in communication with the developer to monitor the situation.  Also, the Board discussed the developer’s interest in obtaining pool memberships.  The Board agreed not to take any action on this, but did not object to permitting the developer to determine what would be required to upgrade the pool permit to allow for additional members.  Various Board members noted that we had previously investigated the process required to apply for a new permit and determined that it would be cost prohibitive, with no guarantee of county approval.  The Board also reiterated that the Association does not wish to permit the developer to share the Centreville Rd storm water retention pond.

13. The Board voted 4 to 1 to remove the lock from the pool area tennis courts and add closer springs to the door.  NV Pools will install the springs for an amount NTE $350.   The Board will monitor the status of the tennis courts and determine if it will be necessary to re-install the lock if there is evidence of inappropriate use of the courts.  Armstrong reported that since 2002, $1,185 has been paid to Baldino’s for repairs to the door lock.

Financial Matters:

1. Management presented financial reports for the period ending August 30, 2004. There was $3,055.92 in the operating account and $3,294.47 in the Suntrust money market account as of August 31, 2004.  Five new CD’s were purchased at Virginia Commerce Bank for terms of 12-60 months.

2. Management stated that 21 owners are delinquent for a total of $1,687.50 as of August 31, 2004.
